Q. What can I do to avoid loved ones having to pay
tax on their inheritance?

A. If your estate is worth more than £275,000, then
your beneficiaries will probably pay tax on part of
their inheritance. If you put in place measures now,
you can ensure that the amount of tax your
beneficiaries pay is only the minimum that they
need to

Q.Iam separating from my Husband/Wife, do I need
to make a Will or amend my Will?

A. If you don’t have a Will, then your spouse may
well be the main beneficiary of your estate until
you have received your Decree Absolute.
